The United Methodist Committee on
Overseas Relief (UMCOR) will respond to this
crisis very quickly. They will go in with kits that
they have on hand to assist victims of
catastrophes. However, these kits will soon be
used up. They are asking the churches to put
together kits. Our youth will be taking the lead
here at Chapelwood in helping us put these kits
together. They will need your help in purchasing
the supplies.
